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Saints of the Week
Saint Patrick  
(5th century) is the 
patron saint of Ireland, 
celebrated worldwide 
for his role in converting 
the Irish to Christianity. 
Tradition says Patrick 
used the three leaves of 
a shamrock to explain 
the Holy Trinity (Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit.
Saint Patrick’s Day, 
is observed on March 

17th, the date of his death. It is celebrated in Ireland 
and among the Irish emigrants and their descendants 
as a religious and cultural holiday. In the Catholic 
Church in Ireland, it is both a solemnity and a holy 
day of obligation. The first recorded parade took 
place in St. Augustine, Florida (1601) not 
Ireland.

St. Cyril of Jerusalem 
(313-386 AD) was a 
prominent 4th-century 
Bishop and theologian, 
recognized as a Doctor 
of the Church for his 
significant contributions 
to Christian instruction 
and liturgy. He is 
most famous for his 
Catechetical Lectures, 
which were a series 

of 23 instructions that explain the Creed, Baptism, 
Confirmation, and the Eucharist.

St. Joseph is a central 
figure in Christianity, 
recognized as the 
husband of the Virgin 
Mary and the foster 
father of Jesus. Known 
as a “just man,” he is a 
model of humble service, 
quiet strength, and 
unwavering obedience 

to God. It is believed Joseph died before Jesus began 
his public ministry, passing away peacefully in the 
arms of Jesus and Mary.
