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Saints of the Week
Saint Scholastica  
(c. 480 – 542 AD) 

She is revered as the twin 
sister of St. Benedict.  
She consecrated her life 
to God from her earliest 
youth and founded and 
governed a monastery of 
nuns, about five miles from 
that of St. Benedict, who, it 
appears, also directed his 

sister and her nuns. She visited her brother once a 
year and they passed the time in prayer and pious 
conversation. St. Scholastica is the patron saint of 
Benedictine nuns, education, and protection against 
storms. Her feast day is February 10. 

Our Lady of Lourdes
(The Virgin Mary) revealed 
herself as the “Immaculate 
Conception,” calling for 
penance and prayer. 
Between February 11 
and July 16, 1858, Mary 
appeared to Bernadette 
18 times in a grotto in 
Lourdes, France. During the 
9th apparition, Mary told 

Bernadette to dig in the ground, causing a spring to 
flow. Water from this spring is associated with many 
reported miraculous, physical, and spiritual healings. 

Saints Cyril  
(826–869) and 

Methodius  
(815–885) 

were two Byzantine 
Greek brothers and 
missionaries known as the 
“Apostles to the Slavs” 
for their work spreading 

Christianity in Eastern Europe. They pioneered the 
use of the vernacular (native language) in Church 
services, which was controversial at the time but 
later sanctioned by Pope Adrian II.  In 1980, Pope 
John Paul II named them co-patron saints of Europe 
alongside St. Benedict of Nursia, highlighting their 
role as a bridge between Eastern and Western 
Christian traditions.
