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Saints of the Week

Saint Benedict  
of Nursia
(c. 480–547 AD) 
is a Christian 
holy man widely 
honored as the 
“Father of Western 
Monasticism.”

Disillusioned by the corruption and lack of discipline 
in Rome where he was educated, he fled to the 
wilderness to live as a hermit. He later organized 
12  monastic communities. His most significant and 
enduring legacy is the Rule of Saint Benedict, a 
73-chapter book of precepts written for monks living 
in a community under the authority of an abbot.

Saint Augustine Zhao Rong
(1746–1815) was a Chinese 
soldier who became the first 
native-born Chinese diocesan 
priest to be martyred for the 
Catholic faith. He is recognized 
as the leading figure among 
the martyred group of native 

Catholics and Western missionaries canonized by 
Pope John Paul II on October 1, 2000. His feast day 
is July 9th.

Saint Maria Goretti
(1890 – 1902) was an 
Italian virgin martyr of the 
Catholic Church and one 
of the youngest canonized 
saints in history. Maria 
was attacked and killed by 
a neighbor’s son, but her 
last words were, “I forgive 
Alessandro Serenelli, and I 
want him with me in heaven 
forever.” 

After several years of being unrepentant, Maria 
appeared to Alessandro with a bouquet of roses in 
a dream, one for each wound he had inflicted. In 
a true miracle of mercy, Alessandro experienced 
repentance after 27 years in prison and became 
a Franciscan brother after his release, and was 
later present at Maria’s canonization. Pope Pius 
XII canonized Maria on June 24, 1950. The crowd 
exceeded 250,000 people, forcing the event outside 
into St. Peter’s Square for the first time in history.  Her 
82-year-old mother and her siblings attended the 
ceremony. Alessandro Serenelli was also present in 
the crowd, weeping tears of joy.

A person does not need to wait until the point of death 
to receive this sacrament.  For those who are about to 
depart from this life, the Church offers the person Penance, 
Anointing of the Sick, and the Eucharist as Viaticum (food for 
the journey) given at the end of life. Contact the Parish Office 
at (941) 625-4754 to schedule an anointing.

SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE

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A virtud del perdón nos es 
descrita detalladamente por 
Jesús en el Evangelio de Mateo, 
capítulo 18, cuando le dice a 
Pedro que debe perdonar a su 
hermano «no siete veces, sino 
setenta y siete veces», antes de relatar la parábola 
del siervo despiadado. Aquí vemos que el ejercicio 
del perdón es un requisito absoluto de la vida 
cristiana. Lo que hemos recibido de Dios sin 
mérito alguno, debemos extenderlo también a los 
demás.
El Catecismo afirma que el perdón «da testimonio 
de que… el amor es más fuerte que el pecado» 
(CIC 2844) y señala que «no está en nuestro 
poder no sentir u olvidar una ofensa; pero el 
corazón que se ofrece al Espíritu Santo transforma 
la ofensa en compasión y purifica la memoria, 
convirtiendo el dolor en intercesión» (CIC 2843).

The virtue of forgiveness is 
described to us in detail by 
Jesus in the Gospel of Matthew, 
Chapter 18, when he tells Peter 
that he must forgive his brother 
“not seven times, but seventy-

seven times” before relating the parable of the 
unforgiving servant. Here we see that exercising 
forgiveness is an absolute requirement of the 
Christian life. What we have received from God 
through no merit of our own, we must likewise 
extend to others.
The Catechism says that forgiveness “bears witness 
that…love is stronger than sin” (CCC 2844) and 
points out that it “is not in our power not to feel or 
to forget an offense; but the heart that offers itself 
to the Holy Spirit turns injury into compassion and 
purifies the memory in transforming the hurt into 

intercession.” (CCC 2843).
